Torah Commentary

SUMMARIES FOR SHABBAT CHOL

HAMOED PESACH

Shabbat Torah

(Exodus 33:12-34:26) After Israel worshipped the golden calf, Moses shattered the first set of tablets. Now Moses
again ascends Mount Sinai in order to receive the new set of tablets. Moses pleads for God’s assurance of support.
God reassures Moses and also reveals God’s 13 divine attributes. Moses then brings down a new set of tablets with
the Ten Commandments.

Shabbat Haftarah 45

The Haftarah is taken from the Book of Ezekiel (Ezekiel 37:1-14). The prophet
finds himself in a valley of dry bones and, under the vivifying effect of God’s
spirit, the bones knit together and become covered with flesh. Ezekiel
understands this vision to mean that the people of Israel, having been exiled to
Babylon, will again be reborn as a nation.

Both the fact that Passover, recalling past deliverances, looks forward to future
redemption and an old tradition that the resurrection of the dead will take place
during Passover determined the choice of this passage as the Haftarah for the
Intermediate Sabbath of Passover.
